was this day read at the Board the Draft of a Proclamation substituting the name of Tasmania for that
of Van Diemen’s Land asthe designation of the said Colony; Her Mgesty having taken the same into
consideration was pleased, by and with the advice of Her Privy Council, to approve thereof; and to
order, and it is hereby ordered, that the said Proclamation do take effect and come into force upon the
first day of January now next ensuing; [DOCUMENT SECOND PAGE ENDS HERE] and the Right
Honourable Sir William Molesworth, Bart, one of Her Mgjesty’s Principal Secretaries of State, isto
give the necessary directions herein accordingly.
